The Doctor Ceramist Interface: A Global Approach For Esthetic Success

In today s practice our patients are driving the demand for natural-looking, metal-free restorations. As our patient
base becomes more aesthetically aware, this is probably the rst step on the road to improving the appearance of
their mouth and smile. Metal-free posterior restorations are certainly expected by patients when they move away
from the NHS.

However, the patient often presents with an extensive amalgam restoration and it is dif cult to decide whether a

lling, inlay, onlay or crown is most appropriate. The restoration should be beautiful, yet it must also be as con-
servative as possible and withstand functional demands.

The Missing Lateral Incisor: Options
Balmoral Level 1,2 [ In Closing Or Opening Space Dr Derek Mahony

Often children and adolescents are congenitally missing their maxillary lateral incisors and frequently it is the
orthodontist who diagnoses the agenesis. In fact, early orthodontic intervention may eliminate some of the
periodontal and restorative problems that could arise in these patients as adults. An excellent implant site can be
developed in the mixed dentition by extracting the maxillary primary lateral incisor and guiding the eruption of the
permanent canine into the lateral incisor space. When faced with options to deal with the missing lateral incisor
we can close the spaces that are normally present, or we can open space to allow arti cial replacement of the miss-
ing tooth or we can choose not to treat. The correct option depends on several factors including the bite pattern
between the top and bottom teeth, the size, shape and colour of the adjacent canine teeth, crowding, excessive
spacing, whether there are unilateral or bilateral missing laterals, the position of the lips at rest and when smiling,
and nally the wishes of the patient and parent. Costs associated with these options will also vary and may be a
factor in arriving at a decision.

One of the biggest challenges in dentistry is to match a single central, it is one the most stressful jobs to undertake,
which all too often results in remakes. To reproduce a central incisor that mimics its adjacent counterpart, involves
more than just choosing the right colour (s) but also other issues need to carefully examined, such as:

Value

Translucency
Opacity
Texture
Lustre

Form
Preparation
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Assessing individual character is a very visual learning process which will vary from clinician to clinician. This skill
needs to be nurtured over time, further to this the patient s requests/demands also need to be taken into considera-
tion. Remember what we envisage may not be what our patients want. With so many factors to be accounted for,
having a formula that aids the process would be invaluable.

The aim of the workshop is to demonstrate step by step how to reconstruct a single central incisor, using an index
and layering technique which will aid developing control and predictability. The use of enamel, dentine, and
translucent shades along with effects will be shown using the Venus and Dura | composite systems from Heraeus
Kulzer. Participants will also get the chance to practice techniques for shaping and polishing to de ne, enhance and

nish the restoration. Learning how to handle and manipulate composite can only make your cases more enjoyable
thereby reducing stress levels.
